Digital television

stations are broadcast from Western Australia via satellite. A local radio station, 6CKI - Voice of the Cocos

(Keeling) Islands, is staffed by community volunteers and provides some local content.

 

What power does Western Australia have over the Cocos Islands?

The Act also gives Western Australian courts judicial powerover the islands. The Cocos Islands remain

constitutionally distinct from Western Australia,however; the power of the state to legislate for the territory is

power-delegated by the federal government.

 

Why are the Cocos Islands called the Keeling Islands?

The territory's dual name (official since the islands' incorporation into Australia in 1955) reflects that the

islands have historically been known as either the Cocos Islands or the Keeling Islands. The territory consists

of two atolls made up of 27 coral islands, of which only two - West Island and Home Island - are inhabited.
